e CivicEngagement - Individual or collective actions toimprove the wellbeing of communities or nations; can
include a broad range of activitiesincluding participatingin community problem-solving, regular volunteering,
active membershipin groups orassociations, participating in fund-raising activities, or engaging local officials or
leadersin decision-making.

e Youth —-While Peace Corps defineyouth as ages 15-24, some agencies define youth as 10-29. Volunteer
reportingagainstyouthindicators should reflect the ages of youth the projectis designed to reach. PMs/APCDs
may adapta locally appropriate definition of youth, and should clarify for Volunteers this target youth age.

e Partner/s — referstothe local counterpart who is co-facilitating volunteerism activities with the Volunteer.

Rationale: Anincreaseinyoungpeople’s civicengagement showsanincrease in empowering youth asthey experience
theirimportance inthe community in which they live, and allows community members to value youth as contributing

citizens - important aspects of preparing youth to be successful adults. Civicengagementbehaviors listed in this indicator
were developed based on the work of CIRCLE (The Center for Information & Research on Civic Learning and Engagement)’.

Measurement Notes:

1. Sample Tools and Methods: Post shouldselectthe mostappropriate tool forthe post, and adaptit at the post
level fortheirVolunteers’ use. Thisindicatorcould be measured using observation, interviews, ordiaries though
there may be otherdata collection methods that are appropriate aswell.

2. Activity-Level Baseline Data Collection: Activity-level baseline datashould be collected by Volunteers/partners
at the start of theiractivities with anindividual or group of individuals. Please note that data collectionisa
sensitive process and so Volunteers willnot want to take a baseline measurement until they have been able to
do build trust with the target population, and develop an understanding of cultural norms and gender dynamics.

3. Frequencyof Measurement: Foraccurate reporting, Volunteers must take atleast two measurements with their
target population. Aftertakingthe baseline measurement, Volunteers should take atleast one follow-on
measurement with the same individual(s), typically after one or more Volunteerism related activities. Volunteers
shouldreportintheir VRF once at least one individual has achieved the indicator. .

4. Definition of Change: The minimum change toreportagainstthisindicatoris any youth demonstratingincreased
civicengagement by exhibiting at least two behaviors fromthe list. NOTE: If at baseline, nearlyall of the target
population has demonstrated civicengagement behaviors from the list, Volunteers should consider
implementing otheractivities that willlead to different outcomesin the project framework.
